	RECOMMENDED CONTENTS OF A SPILLS KIT


Our practice has a spills kit readily available consisting of a rigid walled container with a lid containing:

· 1 small bucket (with water level marked) and pre-measured amount of detergent* (in a labelled container) to be made up when necessary
· Utility  rubber gloves
· Face and eye protection: Goggles/safety glasses/face shield/mask
· Disposable or reusable impermeable/plastic apron/gown
· Roll of paper towelling (that retains strength when wet)
· Scrapers (2 pieces of firm cardboard or plastic)
· Hazard/cleaning sign
· Biohazard bag
· Polymerising beads or other absorbent material
· List of contents to assist restocking after use
· Copy of the instructions for cleaning spills
*The detergent used for general instrument cleaning is satisfactory for treating most spills
